March 20, 2013
The Pike County Water & Sewerage Authority held its regular monthly meeting on March 20, 2013, at 8:30 a.m. in the boardroom of the Authority’s Building at 94 Gwynn Street, Zebulon, Georgia. Mr. Burnsed called the meeting to order.

AGENDA

Mr. Powers made a motion to approve the agenda as published.  The motion passed on a second by Mr. Brown with Mr. Brown, Mr. Burnsed and Mr. Powers voting for the motion.
MINUTES

The minutes of the February 20, 2013 meeting were approved on a motion by Mr. Brown and a second by Mr. Powers with Mr. Brown, Mr. Burnsed and Mr. Powers voting for the motion.
FINANCIAL REPORT

In the absence of Mr. Whitley, Yvonne Langford reviewed the financial report with nothing of significance to report.  
MOTION

Mr. Brown made a motion to approve the financial report.  The motion passed on a second by Mr. Powers with Mr. Brown, Mr. Burnsed and Mr. Powers voting for the motion.
SHACKELFORD ROAD WELL
Ms. Pearson said this well was tested and there is no iron bacteria or enough manganese to cause problems.  At the current time there are no complaints.  Mr. Huckaby is comfortable that he can manage it with the chlorine and it can be used as a back-up.  He would rather use Midway as the main site and use Shackelford Road as the back-up.  Shackelford Road is being used a little every day.  The members expressed concern that if there is an outage with Midway using Shackelford Road would cause complaints.

Ms. Pearson said she had asked Guy Kemp with Georgia Rural Water to attend the meeting and he was coming.  He called today and said he had the flu.  She will ask him to attend the April meeting to discuss the issues with Shackelford Road well.     

MIDWAY ROAD WELL

There is still a tree that needs to be removed. 
OFFICE ADMINISTRATOR – Donna Pearson

Ms. Pearson said that Jonathan Smith is good about cleaning but he does not have a vacuum cleaner in the building that works.  He brings one with him when he cleans but she needs one to use in between his cleaning times.  She can get one for less than $100 if it is approved.  The board authorized her to get a vacuum cleaner.  

Ms. Pearson said there were no new customers since the last meeting. 

SYSTEM OPERATOR

The Authority reviewed Mr. Huckaby’s report noting that he worked 76 hours.  Ms. Pearson reported that Mr. Huckaby will be on vacation for two weeks from June 8 – 23, 2013.  She will cover for him during that time. 

BUDGET

It is time to present the budget to the Pike County Commission.  The proposed budget for fiscal 2013 – 2014 is less than the current budget.  Maintenance and repairs has been reduced in the new budget.  Mr. Burnsed said he would like to leave the maintenance and repairs the same as last year because you never know what maintenance issues may arise.
MOTION

Mr. Powers made a motion to submit the budget as discussed to the County commission.  The motion passed on a second by Mr. Brown with Mr. Brown, Mr. Burnsed and Mr. Powers voting for the motion.

Mr. Brown made a motion, seconded by Mr. Powers, to adjourn the meeting.  The motion passed with Mr. Brown, Mr. Burnsed and Mr. Powers voting for the motion.
