AGENDA

MOTION

SHACKELFORD ROAD WELL

Ms. Pearson said the test was done by SOWEGA as requested and from her understanding the results were satisfactory.  SOWEGA was to be present today to make a report and she has nothing official.

MIDWAY ROAD WELL 

The phosphate pump at the Midway Road Well went down and a new pump needs to be installed.  Mr. Mayfield reported on the effects of the phosphate pump being down.  Customers have been upset and have been contacting everyone regarding the issues.    

PERSONAL APPEARANCES

SOWEGA was to have been present to make a report on the Midway Road Well improvements.  They were not present and Ms. Pearson called them for a report.  She requested they keep her informed regarding the progress.  She reported they have the plans and will take them to EPD for approval.  They anticipate approval by Friday and will order the equipment next week.  They should be able to begin the work during the week of October 27, 2014.  Installation is anticipated to take three days. They will need to have an 8 hour shutdown of the well but the customers will still be able to get water from the tank.  They will not be installing the automatic flushers until all the other equipment has been installed.   Mr. Whitley will stay in touch with SOWEGA regarding the progress.

Mr. Lynch said he would like to have an accounting of the cost to produce water.  Discussion was held and Ms. Pearson will work toward providing that information.      
SYSTEM OPERATOR
Mr. Huckaby worked 70 hours in September.
BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS 
Discussion was held regarding the operation of the Pike County Water System.  The proposed location of the automatic flusher was discussed.
