Regular Meeting

Minutes

December 17, 2014
The Pike County Water & Sewerage Authority held its regular monthly meeting on December 17, 2014, at 8:30 a.m. in the boardroom of the Authority’s Building at 94 Gwynn Street, Zebulon, Georgia.  Members present were: Steve Brown, Chairman, presiding; Larry Lynch; Jonathan Mayfield; Tommy Powers and Mark Whitley.  
Also present were: Donna Pearson, Office Administrator; Jason Mailloux, Supreme Industries and Yvonne Langford to record the minutes.

Mr. Brown called the meeting to order.

AGENDA

Mr. Whitley made a motion to approve the Agenda.  The motion passed on a second by Mr. Lynch with Mr. Brown, Mr. Lynch, Mr. Mayfield, Mr. Powers and Mr. Whitley voting for the motion.

MINUTES

The minutes of the November 19, 2014 meeting were approved on a motion by Mr. Whitley and a second by Mr. Powers with Mr. Brown, Mr. Lynch, Mr. Mayfield, Mr. Powers and Mr. Whitley voting for the motion.

PERSONAL APPEARANCES – SUPREME INDUSTRIES - Jason Mailloux
Mr. Brown said they had received a request from Supreme Industries. Which required information from Mr. McCord.

Mr. Mailloux said when application was first made to get domestic water for their fire suppression system the issue was raised regarding using domestic water for all of their water rather than well water.  They submitted drawings for the risers and when Mr. McCord visited the location he stated that everything was legal, it would not damage the system, and everything was perfect.  They had also discussed that Scott Huckaby would have access to read the meter during reasonable business hours; 6:00 a.m. to 9 p.m. and if there was an emergency need to have access to the water they would have access to the property 24/7.  They still agree and support those conditions.  Mr. Mailloux said the drawings provided for the meter to be on their property.  When the contract was drawn it stated that the meter would be on the public right-of-way.  He wants the Authority to understand that the plans were not changed but are as they were originally submitted.  The meter has not been installed.    

Mr. Brown said the Authority has the option to add an addendum to the contract agreeing that if the Authority has 24/7 access to the site the original plans can be approved and the meter can be on Supreme property.  The Authority was in agreement that Ms. Pearson would provide an addendum to the contract that Supreme will allow normal inspections between the hours of 6:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. with emergency access 27/4.  Supreme has a security guard that can be contacted for access.  

Mr. Mailloux said when the cost of the risers was originally considered a price of $750 was discussed and it was later increased to $1000.  He is adding more risers and he is requesting a decrease to $750 with the next riser installation.  That would mean there will be 3 risers at $750 rather than the $1000 each.  They have 9 buildings and that will all eventually have risers.  The alternative for them is dry chemical.  The reason he likes water is because it is safer and easier to install.  The plan is to install the next riser in February.

Mr. Lynch said he would like to remain with the contract.  Mr. Powers said he was comfortable with the $750.  Mr. Whitley said he is opposed to making a change in the riser cost.  Mr. Brown said he would like to keep the first two riser at the $1000 each but is willing to negotiate the cost of the remaining risers.    

MOTION  
Mr. Lynch made a motion to honor the contract regarding the cost of the risers.  The motion passed on a second by Mr. Whitfield with Mr. Lynch, Mr. Mayfield, Mr. Powers and Mr. Whitley voting for the motion and Mr. Brown voting against.

Mr. Mailloax said there is a line on the east side of 41 and he would like to tap onto that line and install one riser.  He showed Mr. McCord what they want to do.  He will have plans for the project and does not anticipate any expense to the Authority.  

Mr. Brown said when the plans are submitted they will be reviewed by an engineer of the Authority and any changes will be recommended at that time.

FINANCIAL REPORT

Mr. Whitley gave the financial report noting nothing of significance.  
MOTION
Mr. Whitley made a motion to accept the financial report. The motion passed on a second by Mr. Lynch with Mr. Brown, Mr. Lynch, Mr. Mayfield, Mr. Powers and Mr. Whitley voting for the motion.

MIDWAY ROAD WELL
Mr. Brown reported that Midway well is operational.  There are some adjustments that will be made and Mr. Huckaby will be trained before the project is complete.  Improvements were made that created more space in the building and the chlorine room no longer has to be vented.  The venting was creating a freezing issue.  The tank has not been installed.  Bertram Septic Company has been contacted and they will make a proposal to include the installation of a 1500 gallon tank.  Sand and gravel will be needed.  Todd Goolsby with Pike County was contacted and he has agreed to deliver the sand and gravel.  It was noted this needs to be done as quickly as possible and should be done prior to the January meeting.  

The bill from SOWEGA was received and considered for payment.  The bill was for $39,285 which provided for a retainage of $10,000 to be paid on completion and final inspection and approval of the project.

MOTION

Mr. Powers made a motion to authorize payment in the amount of $39,285 to SOWEGA.  The motion passed on a second by Mr. Whitley with Mr. Brown, Mr. Lynch, Mr. Mayfield, Mr. Powers and Mr. Whitley voting for the motion.

SYSTEM OPERATOR

Mr. Huckaby’s monthly work log was reviewed.

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS
Mr. Lynch said he is glad the Authority upheld the contract that was signed by Supreme Industries.

The Water Authority will have a workshop after the regular meeting on January 21, 2015.  

Mr. Brown said the Authority will still have a reserve after completion of the upgrade to the Midway Road well.  The Authority needs to investigate the expense for an upgrade of the Shackelford Road well.  There is a need for two good water sources.  

Discussion was held regarding the need for protection against freezing at the Midway Road well site.  There was particular emphasis regarding the backwash filter system.  Discussion was held regarding the best way to minimize the danger of freezing.  It was further noted that the septic tank project needs to be approve prior to the January 2015 meeting.    

MOTION

Mr. Whitley made a motion to authorize the Chairman to negotiate with the septic tank company regarding the installation of a backwash filter at the Midway Road well site not to exceed $5,000.  The motion passed on a second by Mr. Lynch with Mr. Brown, Mr. Lynch, Mr. Mayfield, Mr. Powers and Mr. Whitley voting for the motion.

ADJOURN

Mr. Whitely made a motion, seconded by Mr. Mayfield, to adjourn the meeting.  The motion passed with Mr. Brown, Mr. Lynch, Mr. Mayfield, Mr. Powers and Mr. Whitley voting for the motion.
